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Impacts and Remedial Measures of Oil Exploration Activities in the Delta States

Abstract

The well to wheel and the well to tank-farm fallouts from oil exploration activities in the Delta States of Nigeria, leave a lot to be desired in terms of environmental degradation associated with ecological devastations as well as human and animal genes mutations. The willful negligence in the handling and disposal of the by-products of crude oil extractions, releasing of pure crude into the surrounding waters, gas flaring, and discarding of hazardous wastes into the surrounding farmlands and bushes with impunity, shows reckless disregard to human lives and the flora and fauna in the oil producing states of Nigeria. This report suggests remedial measures that these oil companies must undertake to reduce, if not completely eliminate, the environmental impacts of their operations on human health, vegetation, endangered species of plants and animals in the affected region. It is our contention that failure of these companies to take into consideration these remedial measures as a modus operandi in their operational activities henceforth, should be grounds for legal action in a court of law for compensatory damages. 
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
