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ABSTRACT


It is a known fact that in a federal structure of government or better still, a representative democracy, the pathway to power is equitable distributed between the national and state governments. This is often done in a manner whereby the right of the minority is respected, while the tyranny of the majority is totally abrogated or properly checked. In the other words, a state government for example should not find itself in a position where the only role it plays is that of a second fiddle to the national government.
